
 



 

 

 

 

 

Talk title: Value-based leadership—  lessons learnt from the life 

of Shri Arvind Mafatlal 

 

Abstract: At the age of 44 at the very height of his business success, 

Arvind Mafatlal felt a deep emptiness inside him. Then, an inner 

transformation in his vision and direction took place, he understood 

what his calling in life was. 

From then on, he used all his intelligence, his resources, his position 

for the upliftment of the most downtrodden, while embracing 

austerity in a joyful state. Externally he was the creator of the 3rd 

largest business group in the country, but in his demeanour and at the 

core of his being, he was a sadhu.
